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Progress and Evaluation of the Construction of China’'s Economic Power

Abstract: China is shaking the position of the United States as the world’s largest economy. Among them the
contribution rate of industry is 84.6% while that of agriculture and service industries is 12. 6% and 2. 8% respec—
tively. The increase in added value of China’s agriculture industry and service industries is greater than that of
the United States indicating that China has formed a comprehensive trend of catching up with and surpassing the
United States. The rise of China is not a case of developing countries. Between 1997 and 2021 among the top 10
countries with the highest added value in agriculture industry and service industries the developing countries
performed better than developed countries. The construction of China as a world economic powerhouse should start
from three aspects: scale expansion quality improvement and goal sublimation. From an upward perspective
China has transitioned from simple scale expansion to structural upgrading entered the optimal path of scale expan—
sion stage and achieved two leaps. China’s high—quality development is reflected in improving product quality
competitiveness and sustainability. In the future the focus will be on enhancing shared welfare eliminating inter—
nal friction risks and avoiding ecological risks. The universal experience of China is endogenous progressive and
mutual benefit. By endogenous we mean that China has endogeneity in that we innovated organizations and systems
based on endogenous conditions without being bound by successful experiences. Progressesiveness is shown that
China does not completely deny the planned economy system to cultivate a market economy system. It gradually ex—
pands the scope of market economy and compress the scope of planned economy until a market economy system is
established. Mutual benefit means that everyone share the results of reform and development. China’s contribution
to world development is to actively promote international rule reform and provide assistance for the development of
underdeveloped countries.
